MISCREANTS AND VESTED INTRESTS OF KAILINGANAGAR DISOWN MAINSTREAM POLITICAL PARTIES
AND ARE TORTURING POOR LOCAL TRIBALS AT KALINGANAGAR

We represent more than 100,000 tribals of Sukinda and Dhangadi blocks of Kalinganagar in Jajpur
districts of Orissa. The upcoming industrialization in Kalinganagar Industrial Complex has started
benefitting the local tribals with better living standards and improved incomes for the families. The new
Rehabilitation and Resttlement policy of Orissa has resulted in better rehabilitation facilities and
improved income levels for the displaced tribal families in Kalinganagar Industrial Complex.

The rehabilitation and community improvement schemes implemented by Tata Steel in Kalinganagar is
one of the best schemes in the entire country and is benefitting a large number tribal families of the
displaced villages and nearby villages. Free modern medical services with hospital back up, education
facilitation and improved income generation programs have substantially benefitted the tribal women
and youths of the locality. The tribal women are being groomed as Tejaswinis to lead the locality.

However certain vested interests under the guise of Bistapana Birodhi Jana Mancha are hell bent in
stopping the development of tribals in Kalinganagar. They have been torturing the local tribals and
nearby populace and threatening them. They have also killed tribals ( Sridhar Soy, Sanjay Soy), molested
tribal women ( Basanti Banara, Raimani Deogam, Sukumari Gagarai) and are pressurizing to use the local
tribals for their own personal benefits, While the leaders of Mancha have taken labour contracts from
local industries, but they are not allowing poor tribal to take the benefits of upcoming industrialization
in Kalinganagar.

Even the supporters of Bistapana Birodhi Jana Mancha have facilitated some village boys and girls to run
away from the village and join criminal gangs thereby spoiling their future. These people have
condemned all mainstream political parties and are giving slogans like Sonia Gandhi Murdabad,
Manmohan Singh Murdabad, Atal Bihari Bajpayee Murdabad, Lal Krishna Advani Murdabad and Naveen
Pattnaik Murdabad.

These Janamnacha supporters have also not gone back to torture their own tribal villagers who have
accepted rehabilitation package. Inspite of repeated High Court Orders, these supporters are not
allowing the rehabilitated villagers to take their house hold items and back yard trees from their old
village to the rehabilitation colonies. When the displaced villagers are trying to do so, they are being
beaten up and injured with lethal weapons.




We the one lakh tribal members of Sukinda and Dhangadi Tribal Protection society demand for strong
action against the above mentioned miscreants and their supporters and this will help in ushering in full
scale benefits for the tribals of our local area. We also appeal to the authorities and political leaders to
help the already displaced families in evacuating their house hold items and back yard tress from their
